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The Contract Compliance Committee has approved a waiver request to allow (SMSC) 
to continue providing STD services under a CDPH agreement which extends the term 
from three years to a four-year term. 
 
The agreement contributes to the Shared Vision 2025 outcome of a Healthy Community 
by providing sexually transmitted diseases (STD) planning, prevention and control 
services to high-risk individuals.  It is anticipated that these services will enable 98% of 
clients who tested positive for a STD to be referred for medical care services.

FISCAL IMPACT: 
The term of the agreement is July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2019.  The amount of the 
agreement is $191,128, of which $47,782 is included in the Public Health, Policy and 
Planning FY 2015-16 Adopted Budget.  Similar arrangements will be made for future 
budget years.  Since the County is receiving these grant funds from CDPH, there is no 
net county cost associated with this agreement.
