(c) Public projects of forty-five thousand dollars ($45,000) or less may be let to 
contract by formal or informal bidding, performed by negotiated contract, 
purchase order, or by County employees by force account.

(c) Award of Contracts. The County Purchasing Agent and the Director of Public  
Works are each authorized to award and execute informal contracts pursuant to  

 this section. If all bids received are in excess of one hundred seventy-five 
 thousand dollars ($175,000.00), the Board of Supervisors may, by the adoption 

of a resolution by a four-fifths vote, award the contract, at one hundred eighty-
seven thousand five hundred dollars ($187,500) or less, to the lowest responsible 
bidder, if it determines the cost estimate was reasonable. 

 
County Counsel has reviewed and approved the Ordinance as to form. 
 
Introducing an Ordinance to amend the County Ordinance Code for compliance with 
current CPCC requirements contributes to the Shared Vision 2025 of a Collaborative 
Community by expediting the delivery of projects throughout County facilities.
