FISCAL IMPACT: 
Historically, after the subject grants have been approved by the California Department 
of Insurance, the combined insurance fraud grant programs have been fully funded by 
State and trust fund monies and the District Attorney’s Office has not exceeded the 
financial needs of such programs.  In past years, this Board’s approval of the application 
and acceptance of these grants has had no fiscal impact on Net County Cost.
