RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PLANNING AND BUILDING DEPARTMENT TO
FILE THE CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF CONSERVATION WILLIAMSON ACT
PARTICIPATION AND OPEN SPACE SUBVENTION ACT SURVEY AND
DESIGNATION OF AN AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE

RESOLVED, by the Board of Supervisors of the County of San Mateo, State of
California, that:

WHEREAS, the County of San Mateo has adopted Williamson Act Uniform
Rules and Procedures and has entered into contracts with private landowners for
purposes of implementing the California Land Conservation Act of 1965 (Williamson
Act) in the unincorporated county area; and

WHEREAS, the California Open Space Subvention Act enacted in 1972,
provides for partial replacement of local property tax revenue foregone as a result of
participation in the Williamson Act and other enforceable open space restriction
programs; and

WHEREAS, the California Department of Conservation requests the completion
of the annual Williamson Act Participation and Open Space Subvention Act Survey for
participating Williamson Act jurisdictions and for eligibility of subvention funds
application; and

WHEREAS, an application requirement of the aforementioned survey and
application is a resolution by the governing body authorizing the filing of the report and
designating an authorized representative pursuant to California Code of Regulations
Title 14 Division 6.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY DETERMINED AND ORDERED by the
Board of Supervisors that it authorizes the filing of the annual California Department of
Conservation Williamson Act Participation and Open Space Subvention Act Surveys
and it designates the Community Development Director (or his/her designee) as the
authorized representative.
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
