Application, and other contracts between DOH and the Department; and

D) Representing and certifying that DOH shall be subject to the terms and conditions
as specified in the Standard Agreement, the LHTF Program Guidelines, and any
other applicable Proposition 1 guidelines published by the Department; and

E) Authorizing DOH Director, or designee, in consultation with County Counsel, to
