RESOLUTION AMENDING THE AGREEMENT WITH CENTRAL VALLEY
TOXICOLOGY (CVT) FOR THE PROVISION OF FORENSIC TESTING SERVICES
AND TOXICOLOGY REPORTS TO INCREASE THE NOT-TO-EXCEED AMOUNT BY
$60,000 FOR A NEW NOT-TO-EXCEED AMOUNT OF $140,000, WITH NO CHANGE
TO THE TERM OF THE AGREEMENT

RESOLVED, by the Board of Supervisors of the County of San Mateo, State of

California, that

WHEREAS, the District Attorney’s Office currently has an agreement with
Central Valley Toxicology for the term of March 1, 2017 through February 29, 2020, for

a total payment obligation not to exceed $80,000; and

WHEREAS, the District Attorney’s Office and the Sheriff’s Office rely on CVT for
the provision of certain forensic testing services and toxicology reports pursuant
because, although the SO has an internal crime lab, the lab’s toxicology tests are
limited to identifying certain toxins such as alcohol while CVT can test and screen for a

much wider variety of drugs in connection with criminal investigations; and

WHEREAS, there is a need to increase the Agreement amount as a result of
the increased utilization of CVT’s services from the Sheriff’s Office which provides the
toxicology testing for other local law enforcement agencies such as the police
departments for San Mateo, Redwood City, Burlingame, and Menlo Park, for which the

County is reimbursed; and



WHEREAS, based on the current utilization rate of the Agreement, the District

Attorney is seeking to increase the Agreement amount; and

WHEREAS, the District Attorney’s Office anticipates commencing the RFP
process for forensic testing services in the near future in order to have a vendor in place

by early 2020 when the CVT agreement expires; and

WHEREAS, this Board has been presented with the amendment to the
agreement and has examined and approved it as to both form and content and desires

to enter into the amendment;

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY DETERMINED AND ORDERED, that the
President of the Board of Supervisors is hereby authorized and directed to execute said
amendment for and on behalf of the County of San Mateo and the Clerk of this Board

shall attest the President’s signature thereto.
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
