WHEREAS, the DNA Capacity Enhancement and Backlog Reduction (CEBR) 

Program, offered through the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, 

National Institute of Justice (NIJ), helps eligible local government agencies reduce 

forensic DNA sample testing time, increase the number of samples tested by public 

DNA laboratories, and reduce DNA forensic casework backlogs; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Sheriff’s Office applied for and was awarded a 2019 DNA Capacity 

Enhancement and Backlog Reduction (CEBR) Program grant in the amount of 

$290,899, for the term of January 1, 2020 through December 31, 2021; and 
 

 
 

WHEREAS, funding from the grant will be used for travel, training, and 

purchasing supplies for use in evidence examination; and 

 

WHEREAS, these expenditures will help expedite DNA analysis and reduce 

casework backlogs, improving efficiency in the County’s criminal justice system,
