A resolution of the San Mateo County Youth C fon expressing the y of climate
change, and calling upon School District Boards to consider passing Climate Action Plans in all
23 districts in San Mateo County in a timely manner.

WHEREAS, time is of the essence; the actions we do or do not take now and in the next few
years will determine the intensity of climate change and its consequences for generations to
come; and,

WHEREAS, San Mateo County, sits in an ecologicall itive area b the Santa Cruz
Mountain Range and the San Fi Bay i and every school district in the
county will be impacted as the effects of climate change (floods, drought, biodiversity loss, high
heat day frequency) escalate; and,

WHEREAS, climate change is inherently threatening the health and well-being of all San Mateo
County youth through climate disruptions; and,

WHEREAS, the State of California has enacted policies and provided gui for g
state's ecological footprint through green facilities and operati prioritizi i |

ducation in curriculum and and advocating for children and youth to spend time
playing and learning outdoors; and,

San Mateo County Youth Commission Declares a
Climate Emergency

SAN MATEO
COUNTY

Despite well-meaning attempts at the local and global level to mitigate
environmental challenges such as global warming, humans have not mobilized fast
enough in response. Therefore, the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change
(IPCC) released a report in October 2018 explaining that we have already entered the
climate crisis era, and that things are moving much faster than expected.

In response to this scientific evidence, the San Mateo County Board of Supervisors
adopted a resolution in September 2019 to declare a climate emergency in San
Mateo County. Inspired by this action, and wanting to elevate the idea that climate
change is an extreme concern for youth, the San Mateo County Youth Commissien
has declared a climate emergency and is encouraging all 23 school districts to
develop action plans against climate change. Here is the media statement from the
Youth Commission:
