WHEREAS, there has been presented to this Board of Supervisors for its
consideration and acceptance an agreement, reference to which is hereby made for
further particulars, whereby AHMC shall be designated by this Board of Supervisors
pursuant to Welfare and Institutions Code section 5404 as a 5150 facility for evaluation
and treatment under Welfare and Institutions Code section 5150 et seq. and
simultaneously authorizing AHMC to provide 5150 evaluation and treatment services for
the period of January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021; with an annual automatic
renewal for one year upon review by the Behavioral Health and Recovery Services

Designated Facility Review Team; and

WHEREAS, this Board has been presented with the agreement and has

approved it as to both form and content and desires to enter into the agreement.



NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY DETERMINED AND ORDERED that the
President of this Board of Supervisors be and is hereby authorized and directed to
designate AHMC as a 5150 facility under California Welfare and Institutions Code
Section 5150, and simultaneously execute said agreement with AHMC for 5150
services for and on behalf of the County of San Mateo, and authorize the Director of
Behavioral Health and Recovery Services, or designee, to execute the Memorandum of

Understanding.
