BACKGROUND:

The Agricultural Advisory Committee actively assists in the preservation of agriculture
throughout San Mateo County through advice and recommendation to the Planning
Commission and the Board of Supervisors.

DISCUSSION:

Peter Marchi and Judith Humburg were each initially appointed to the Agricultural
Advisory Committee in 2019 to serve partial terms ending June 30, 2021. Upon
approval of this reappointment, they will each serve for a first full term ending June
30, 2025.

Judith would like to be a part in
helping the local agricultural businesses thrive into the future especially with the greater
public awareness of the importance of locally grown food and regenerative farming
practices in addressing climate change and many chronic health issues.
