Claimant is pursuing reimbursement for damages caused to their
insured when a water main broke and flooded their property.

G19-5463 J.H. (A Minor) 01/05/2019 Non-culpable
Claimant is a dependent of Juvenile Court and alleges the Human
Services Agency placed the Minor into the care of an unfit provider.

G19-5584 Mercedes Rover 07/16/2019 Non-culpable
Claimant alleges their vehicle tires were damaged when driving
through a road work area.

G19-5585 James O’Shea 06/01/2019 Non-culpable
Claimant alleges the District Attorney’s Office of withholding
Information.

G19-5598 Francisco Velarde 07/19/2019 Non-culpable
Claimant alleges their hearing aid was lost while a patient at the
San Mateo Medical Center.

G19-5604 Carl Anthony Grimes 06/27/2019 Non-culpable
Claimant was injured by another inmate while in jail custody.

G19-5605 Justin Bain 07/14/2019 Non-culpable
Claimant’s parked vehicle was damaged by a SamTrans bus.

G19-5606 Peter McKeon 01/26/2019 Non-culpable
Claimant alleges Broadmoor Police did not follow proper procedures
upon arrest.
